As we salute these generations, their efforts bear
testimony and sum up that youth have a special space
in history and determinants of what their future hold.

It can therefore be successfully argued that all
movements across the world places a strategic
importance to youth because young people could be
considered as “a white sheet of paper” on which
anything could be printed. This anything means youth
could be catalyst of great revolutions and as yet could
be catalyst of most reactionary and destructive
tendencies, it all depends on what gets “printed on the
white sheet”, which is their minds. Philosophy and
ideologies in this context.

It is without doubt that what we do with our youth and
its organs today will define whether program of creating
united, non-racial, non-sexiest, democratic and
prosperous society is to be realized.

If this country is to grow or stagnate largely depends on
the young people of today. The path this country it is to
take in its construction depends largely on the force of
youth. The matter of youth therefore becomes a matter
of life and death for the nation. It is also one of the
decisive factors for the success or failure of the future
of South Africa.

Chinese outstanding leader Chair Mao says on
responding to question of How should we judge if a
youth is revolutionary? ... He says there can be only one
criterion, namely, whether or not he is willing to
Iintegrate himself with the broad masses of workers and
peasants and does so in practice ... ”(On the Orientation
of the Youth Movement, May 1939)

While formal apartheid and institutionalised
segregation, disfranchisement, oppression, exclusion
and domination of African majority formally ended in
1994 but its socio economic exclusionary policies and
choices had far reaching ramifications which are felt by
youth of today in South Africa. To make it worse the
enemy becomes blurred as compared to clear cut target
as was during apartheid dark days.

The scientific profile of youth was laid bare by
Statistician-General Pali Lehohla on report entitled ‘The
Social Profile of Youth, 2009 — 2014/, it is interesting to
note among other things that the percentage of black
African professional, managerial and technical workers
aged 25 to 34 has dropped by 2% over the past 20
years, leaving this generation less skilled than previous
ones — and less skilled than every other race and age

group.

Statistician General did mention that “When parents are
better equipped than the children, it's a sign of
regression,”

More striking was a reflection of failing policy
interventions, particularly in education and youth
employment. Further was that, it remains twice as
difficult for a black African and colored graduate to
secure a job than their colleagues graduating from the
same university.

Research outcomes also confirm that jobs are linked to
education levels. Those with not even a matric are most
likely to remain unemployed — consistently at 57%,
while in between 2009 — 2015 those with matric
recorded unchanged unemployment levels of 38%,
those with other tertiary education other than university
degrees dropped to 4% in 2014.

Young people aged 15 to 34 continue to make up the
bulk of the unemployed: two thirds, or 5-million, on the
strict definition of being able, willing and actively
seeking work, but not having a job. This rises to 75%
on the expanded definition, which includes those too
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discouraged to try to find work alongside those studying
or doing unpaid work in the home like caring for the
elderly or children.

This profile report confirms that majority of young
people still remain unemployed, living in poverty and
either not skilled or nor at school. Vulnerable youth
which is super exploited and/or either not at work or
school is found largely among not with qualifications.
Furthermore, it reveals that wheels of change are not
changing fast enough and policy interventions are not
getting desired outcomes.

If that is, then a question arises as who constitute youth
not just an as an academic or rhetorical question but a
scientific basis as to quantify necessary intervention and
needs of youth. If these interventions are to succeed,
they must forever be rooted on understanding the
dynamics and mobility of the young people.

Phuong and Nguyen in Youth and the State in
Contemporary Socialist Vietnam provides useful theory
as who is youth and how to locate and understand the
whole notion of youth, to begin with ‘youth’ is frequently
used and perceived as a categorisation of people based
on their age, although there is no clear theoretical basis
for such a categorisation and it is difficult to define it
precisely. Age and the concept of youth, as a matter of
fact, refer to different phenomena, with the former
referring to a biological category and

poetry groups and more important youth political

Meaning that whilst this concept remains true and
scientifically correct for all living beings, it applies much
more to youth organizations. An organisation is formed
out of a need or a necessity by a group of individuals
with a common aspiration. Once that organization has
served its purpose, by meeting the needs of its
members, it has two choices to either transform itself or
seize to exist.

It follows that organization of youth and students must

Whilst biological processes seem to be acknowledged as
similar everywhere, social and cultural experiences of
youth vary greatly.

Youth, therefore, needs to be considered in relation to
specific social, cultural, political, and economic
conditions. An argument can be sustained that youth is
a stage and a transition in the life course which is
socially, culturally and institutionally constructed.

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“THE SIGNIFICANCE of 76 UPRISING To THE YCL”

n June 1976, thousands of youth from across

South Africa marched for better

education and for a better future.
They clashed with the police and

In the ensuing violence about 700 young
people were killed. Hector Pieterson was
one of those brave, bold and courageous
young persons killed by the merciless
forces of the apartheid regime.
The burning image that Sam
Nzima captured of Hector
Pieterson’s limp body being
carried by Mbuyisa Makhubu
while his sister Antoinette

ran besides him remains a

permanent reminder of the

great sacrifices made for all

that we have today. This

globally celebrated picture \
later symbolised the role played by young South
Africans of 1976 in defeating the brutal, oppressive and
unjust system of apartheid.

We are who we are today, enjoying freedoms that were
fought for and won through blood by many generations
over many decades starting from the generation of
1652, which fought tirelessly to de-fend what belongs
to them to the generation of 1976 through their
commitment to fight against the rule of apartheid. They
fought a system that believed in the oppression and
exploitation of the majority of our people as its
governing policy, an inhuman system which promoted
the slavery of the people of this country.

This year we commemorate the 40th anniversary of the
1976 youth uprising and mark 40 years since the
ruthless and brutal

At the core of this evil system of apartheid was the
separation of the people based on their colour and race
through the Population Registration Act 1950, Group
Areas Act 1950 and the Promotion of Bantu Self-
government Act. These were later followed by the
Suppression of Communism Act 1950, which was
meant to curb the influence of the Communist
Party and other formations that opposed the
.. government’s  apartheid policy,
including the earlier Land Act of
1913, which deprived our people
of their rights to land, farming and
property ownership, and which
prevented them from participating
in the economic development of
their own country.

Protests:

_’ In response, our people re-
organised themselves and mobilised every citizen
against the evil practices of the apartheid regime. From
the first slogan “zemnka inkomo magwala ndini”
followed by “mzulu, mxhosa msuthu zanyani” and later
“amandla ngawethu”. These developments were
followed by a series of organised protests, which
expressed their total rejection of apartheid rule. These
protests include the defiance campaign of 1952, the
anti-Pass Law campaign of 1956, the formation of
SACTU in 1955 which united all workers of our country,
and the Congress of the People in Kliptown, Soweto, in
1955, which adopted a charter of a vision for a new
South Africa.

The real Congress of the People completely rejected
apartheid laws and defined their freedom, expressed in
the Freedom Charter as a living document for the

Allow me to begin by extending my deepest gratitude
to the leaders of the Finnish Communist Party for
inviting me as a representative of Palestine and for
giving me the opportunity to join you in the Congress. I
wish you to succeed, in terms of your own interest as
well as the interest of the Finnish people.

I came with a letter from wounded Palestine, delivering
you the greetings from its people suffering these days
from the most heinous occupation known in history,
enshrined by a racist regime in Palestine,

similar to the regime which ended in
South Africa.

The practices and policies of systematic
racism by the Government of Israel in
the West Bank, such as the demolition
of homes, the confiscation of lands,
the building of settlements and willful
massacres, are nothing but a crime against
humanity.

The construction of the apartheid wall that
separates Palestinians from their lands and
the confiscation of their homes in East
Jerusalem is part of

systematic policy to put an end

to the Palestinian existence
altogether with the city of
Jerusalem, as well as in most Palestinian land.

Dear Comrades,

In today’s world marked by wars, peace and the pursuit
of it has become one of the most important necessities
of life. Our people are in dire need of peace and security
before anything—like any other people from all around
the world. Our people are fighting for their right to live
in peace and in dignity in their homeland and the land
of their ancestors.

The Israeli military occupation of Palestine violates our
people’s human rights; it denies their right to self-
determination. And that is something nobody has the
right to deny.

Dear brothers and comrades,

It has become necessary to activate an international
willingness to put an end to the Israeli occupation,
which has been going on for far too long, as well as
victimized the lives of an entire population, robbing its
people from the basic conditions of a decent life equally
deserved by all the peoples in the world.

It is a responsibility of the international community to
defend human rights and respect international law, as
well as international humanitarian law. When the
international community supports a two-state solution
according to which we would live side by side in peace,
it is thus required that the world recognizes the State of
Palestine as did the nations that believe in the
Palestinian state and the rights of Palestinian people.

I am here in front of you and I am confident
about your support to the following
demand: I ask and I hope that Finland
recognizes an independent Palestinian state,
so that the peace dialogue can be between
equals, between two states, in order to
coexist peacefully.

Turning a deaf ear to Israeli practices and to its
implementation of racist policies of killings,
burnings and confiscation of land and houses,
delivers a biased message to Israel. This
neither supports peace, nor the two-

state solution.

To conclude, I would like to
emphasize that the national rights
of the Palestinian people are as sacred as the rights of
all the other people around the world.

There cannot be stability in the region without the
restoration of the Palestinian people’s right to self-
determination on their land, which has been occupied
since 1967, with the concerted efforts of its capital in
East Jerusalem, for peace based on truth and justice. I
hope we will, one day, live in a world in which there will
be no war, no massacre and no destruction. Our people
are peace-loving and their struggle has always been,
and remains, for the sake of peace for all peoples of the
region.
